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I took this class last semester and received a D in it. It’s currently my major, but I hope to switch to Public Relations with a minor in Cinema/Television. I’ve long been interested in Journalism, being involved in writing from an early age, and becoming involved with my school paper, publishing my own little broadside. One of the most important things about Journalism to me is maintaining that “branch” of government. While I believe that Journalism is very important and it’s integrity must be maintained, but I have since coming to USC figured out that it is not my calling. I am passionate about journalism; still, I think I’d like to study photojournalism briefly to see if it piques my interest. However, I just cannot see myself spending my life in pursuit of the dream of being any sort of journalist, I don’t consider myself a good enough writer. I can, however, should I have chosen that route, envision myself having some sort of breakdown and becoming the next Stephen Glass, and that kind of notoriety doesn’t particularly appeal to me.



Personally, I consider myself an interesting and driven person. I have to fortitude to overcome personal disability, the most of which is my severe hearing loss, and the least of which is my recently developed neuroses, such as insomnia, something I blame entirely on the intensity of USC. I don’t however, doubt my ability to make it through this challenging school. I feel like I’ve come too far and accomplished too much to let myself fail. My change of interest from Journalism, despite what it seems, isn’t the result of a fear of failure by any means. I rather feel that despite the noble pursuit, I can do something even more effective in changing public policy and the way people think by becoming eventually involved in another branch of politics. I have high aspirations for myself and anything career-wise, I see as a potential stepping stone in my impending ascendancy to a role of huge importance to national and international policy. I have held positions mostly related to computer technology, something I have no passion for whatsoever.  My only major obstacle, it seems, is that my people skills seem limited to those with a firm grasp on their own beliefs, and of reasonable intelligence, which unfortunately, doesn’t quite mesh with the cultural fabric that makes up the United States.

All this, mostly internal thought, has been instrumental in determining where I want to go and my connection with Journalism, and communications in general. I moved to LA and went to USC in order to find dialogue to change my own views. I don’t consider myself a social or intellectual elitist, I think I’m about as far from that as it gets, or at least I try to be.


I sincerely hope that this biography gets through at least part of who I am and what I am trying to evolve into as a person. It is my personal philosophy that a truly developed person is never truly finished becoming someone else.
