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Story K:


One student is dead, and two others are injured after two cars collided at Pierce and Broad. Police reported that this is the second time this month an accident has occurred at this intersection.

One victim, 19-year-old Anne Tremaine of Flagstaff, Arizona, was pronounced dead at the scene after being thrown from her car and suffering head injuries. Her passenger, Harvey Davis, 24, from Omaha, Nebraska, suffered facial lacerations, broken leg, and bruised ribs, and is in satisfactory condition at University Medical Center. The driver of the other car, Bill Unger, 20, of Pasadena, sustained more serious injuries of a broken back and head injuries. He is in serious but stable condition.


The accident occurred when Tremaine’s Cabriolet, westbound on Pierce, and turning left on Broad, when Unger’s Pontiac collided with it. The road conditions were dry at the time of the accident, and both vehicles sustained large amounts of damage.

Story R:


A 73-year-old Suffolk man owes his life to two carpet cleaners.


Gerald Kerzke accidentally drove his car through the back wall of his garage and into his backyard pool. George Barbarian and Anselmo Lema, who were working nearby, heard the crash and dove into the pool to rescue Kerzke. They used a hammer to shatter the window, dragged him out of the pool, and performed CPR while waiting for the fire department to arrive. 

During his ordeal, Kerzke had stopped breathing, but was revived in the ambulance. Kerzke is reported to be in fair condition at Louise Obici Hospital in Suffolk, Virginia. 
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
