Scott McNulty recently left a well-known Macintosh-related blog, The Unofficial Apple Weblog (often known as TUAW) as lead blogger, to join the longest-running Macintosh-related print publication, MacWorld, as senior contributor. He is also a Senior Contributor to MacUser, another MacWorld Apple-related blog.

Scott has a powerful reputation among the apple-related media, and was interviewed on CNBC’s “Fast Money” about an Apple Developer’s event, and introduced as, “Not just AN Apple blogger, THE Apple blogger... no one more relied upon for information about this company.” 

His stories primarily focus on either software or hardware for macs, with an emphasis on:

•Finance-related software

•iPhone and Apple-related service Updates

•”Fun” and games-related applications (Legos, “Super Monkey Ball”, “SketchFighter”

•System-administration software (Antivirus, Firewall, Remote Administration)

•Writing and blogging related apps.

In short, Scott’s writing style reflects telling his audience what he himself would be personally interested in. Many of the articles he writes, even for a national or international audience, reflects a sort of hometown persona. In a recent article about antivirus wherein he reviews several products, he concludes by telling his audience that they are probably ok without it at all. When writing about transit-related apps, he refers specifically to his hometown of Philadelphia and how the apps work for him in that area.

Scott’s personal interests include blogging at Blankbaby (blog.blankbaby.com), and a cooking show called ForkYou! (www.forkyou.tv). 

His personal self-description is “Scott McNulty, the man, the myth, the legend. Ok, so he's just a Mac geek with an English degree and a little too much knowledge about blogging. He likes long walks on the beach, reading, and above all else blogging.

Scott lives, plays, and works in Philadelphia. He likes getting email (smcnulty AT gmail DOT com).”
